insulation, automobile parts, animal remains, or any material that would produce dense or black smoke or noxious odors.  
• If you are conducting prescribed burning for habitat restoration, contact your local DEQ for additional application requirements.  
• Burn hot and clean and on days with good ventilation.  
• Always attend any fire constructed, keeping the fire burning in an efficient and safe manner.  
• Do not impact neighbors with smoke! Discontinue any burning if smoke drifts to neighbors.  
• CONTACT THE LOCAL FIRE DEPARTMENT FOR THEIR PERMITTING REQUIREMENTS PRIOR TO BURNING.
